1. Crying out for a revelation of His passion towards us

a. Song 1:2 Let him kiss me with the kisses of his mouth (word)— 
      For your love is better than wine.

Song 1:4 Draw me away!

b. Eph 3:16-19 that He would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be strengthened with might through His Spirit in the inner man, 17 that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith; that you, being rooted and grounded in love, 18 may be able to comprehend with all the saints what is the width and length and depth and height— 19 to know the love of Christ which passes knowledge; that you may be filled with all the fullness of God.

2. Him expressing to us the depth of His desire

a. John 17:20-26  20 “I do not pray for these alone, but also for those who will[a] believe in Me through their word; 21 that they all may be one, as You, Father, are in Me, and I in You; that they also may be one in Us, that the world may believe that You sent Me. 22 And the glory which You gave Me I have given them, that they may be one just as We are one: 23 I in them, and You in Me; that they may be made perfect in one, and that the world may know that You have sent Me, and have loved them as You have loved Me. 
24 “Father, I desire that they also whom You gave Me may be with Me where I am, that they may behold My glory which You have given Me; for You loved Me before the foundation of the world. 25 O righteous Father! The world has not known You, but I have known You; and these have known that You sent Me. 26 And I have declared to them Your name, and will declare it, that the love with which You loved Me may be in them, and I in them.”

b. Ps 45:10 Listen, O daughter,
         Consider and incline your ear; 
         Forget your own people also, and your father’s house;
 11 So the King will greatly desire your beauty;

[NIV – the King is enthralled with your beauty]
         Because He is your Lord, worship Him.
 12 And the daughter of Tyre will come with a gift;
         The rich among the people will seek your favor. 
         
 13 The royal daughter is all glorious within the palace;
         Her clothing is woven with gold.
 14 She shall be brought to the King in robes of many colors;
         The virgins, her companions who follow her, shall be brought to You.
 15 With gladness and rejoicing they shall be brought;
         They shall enter the King’s palace.

c. Song 4:9 
       9 You have ravished my heart, 
      My sister, my spouse; 
      You have ravished my heart 
      With one look of your eyes, 
      With one link of your necklace. 
       10 How fair is your love, 
      My sister, my spouse! 
      How much better than wine is your love, 
      And the scent of your perfumes 
      Than all spices! 
 11 Your lips drop sweetness as the honeycomb, my bride; 
       milk and honey are under your tongue. 
       The fragrance of your garments is like that of Lebanon.

d. Eph 5:25 Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for her, 26 that He might sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water by the word, 27 that He might present her to Himself a glorious church, not having spot or wrinkle or any such thing, but that she should be holy and without blemish. 28 So husbands ought to love their own wives as their own bodies; he who loves his wife loves himself. 29 For no one ever hated his own flesh, but nourishes and cherishes it, just as the Lord does the church.

30 For we are members of His body, of His flesh and of His bones. 31 “For this reason a man shall leave his father and mother and be joined to his wife, and the two shall become one flesh.” 32 This is a great mystery, but I speak concerning Christ and the church. 

3. Strength of His love and our response – leaning on His love

a. Song 8:6 Set me as a seal upon your heart, 
      As a seal upon your arm; 
      For love is as strong as death, 
      Jealousy as cruel as the grave;[a]
      Its flames are flames of fire, 
      A most vehement flame.[b]
       7 Many waters cannot quench love, 
      Nor can the floods drown it. 
      If a man would give for love 
      All the wealth of his house, 
      It would be utterly despised.

b. Rom 8:31 What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can be against us? 32 He who did not spare His own Son, but delivered Him up for us all, how shall He not with Him also freely give us all things? 33 Who shall bring a charge against God’s elect? It is God who justifies. 34 Who is he who condemns? It is Christ who died, and furthermore is also risen, who is even at the right hand of God, who also makes intercession for us. 35 Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? 36 As it is written: 
      “ For Your sake we are killed all day long;
       We are accounted as sheep for the slaughter.”
37 Yet in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him who loved us. 38 For I am persuaded that neither death nor life, nor angels nor principalities nor powers, nor things present nor things to come, 39 nor height nor depth, nor any other created thing, shall be able to separate us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.

c. Song 6:3 I am my beloved’s, 
      And my beloved is mine. 
      He feeds his flock among the lilies.

d. Song 7:10 I am my beloved’s, 
      And his desire is toward me 

e. 1 John 4:18 There is no fear in love; but perfect love casts out fear 

f. Song 4:16 Awake, O north wind,
      And come, O south! 
      Blow upon my garden, 
      That its spices may flow out. 
      Let my beloved come to his garden 
      And eat its pleasant fruits.

g. Song 8:5 Who is this coming up from the wilderness, 
      Leaning upon her beloved?
